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DISKPAY FILE FORMAT

Introduction

The Diskpay Interface is to provide the ‘customer’ a means of electronically crediting their employees salaries into their respective ANZ Bank accounts.  The customer’s account held at the ANZ Bank will automatically be debited for the total transaction amount.

The output file extracted from the ‘customers’ payroll system is required in an ASCII file format that is  set out in the next few pages.

Diskpay Interface requires data to be loaded onto a 3 ½ inch diskette.  This is processed via the front end system at any of the ANZ Branches.

Special Note

Ensure that there is a Contra Debit record for the total transaction amount.  This is a detail record  that contains the Customers Account number to which the funds are to be debited from.  Should the Customer not wish to electronically debit his/her account then a ANZ Bank Suspense account number must be entered.

Use Trancodes 50 for Credit transactions, 52 for salaries and 00 for Debit transactions

The Account numbers in the detail record are split into two fields

Codes for Banks.
02 – ANZ

03 – WBC

04 – Baroda

05 – BRED

06 – BSP

07- HFC

Branch code for ANZ - 0000

Branch code for other banks – 0073

Branch account for other banks – 99890718

The narrative for the other bank accounts will be their bank account at the other bank.
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
